S 1 “I” eram “I was” poteram “I could/was able”

P 1 “we” erāmus “we were” poterāmus “we could/ were able”
2 “you (pl.)” erātis “you (pl.) were” poterātis “you (pl.) could”

S 1 “I” volō “I want” nōlō “I do not want”

2 “you (s.)” vīs “you (s.) want” nōn vīs “you do not want”
3 “he/she/it” vult “he … wants” nōn vult “he … does not want”

P 1 “we” volumus “we want” nōlumus “we do not want”
2 “you (pl.)” vultis “you (pl.) want” nōn vultis “you do not want”
